Program Information:

Oklahoma is the recipient of a major grant from the NIH Institutional Development Award (IDeA) Program to operate an IDeA Network of Biomedical Research Excellence (INBRE). One of the INBRE initiatives is a summer undergraduate research program to expose promising students to the exciting world of research and as a mechanism for increasing the applicant pool for graduate programs in biomedical research at Oklahoma's comprehensive campuses.
