INSTRUCTIONS FOR POSTER PRESENTATIONS
SURE, NARCH and INBRE

The poster board surface will be 3'8" high and 5'8" wide.  A 3’ by 4’ poster is recommended, but any size is acceptable as long as it can fit on the poster board surface.  The poster should include the title of your presentation, the names of the authors, and author affiliation(s) or organization(s).

Assume your audience knows very little about your specific field.  Please avoid or explain all technical terms.  Make the practical or theoretical implications of your work obvious to the viewer.

Please bring your own pushpins to attach your poster to the poster board.

Poster Content Suggestions:

· Overview of findings: no extensive Introduction but a clear objective - no exhaustive explanations and limited text.

· Illustrations and graphic elements should dominate (e.g., bullets, numbers)

· Results section is the most important (best-placed below title).

· Title should be brief, informative, interesting, attention getting, and inviting.

· Short, simple statements with key words first; (e.g., “Bronchoconstriction in asthmatic patients is caused by SO2 in low concentrations,” rather than “Low concentrations of SO2 causes bronchoconstriction in asthmatic patients.”

· Precise, descriptive language: “Mean weight loss for the subjects receiving treatment was 9 kg” is much better than “The treatment had a positive effect on weight loss”.
